PURPOSE

The purpose of this report is to provide Council with information relating to the current and future
Village COVID-19 response activities.

BACKGROUND

March 11t, 2020 the World Health Organization (WHO) official declared the COVID-19 virus a
pandemic. March 17t, 2020 the province of British Columbia moved to declaring a Public Health
State of Emergency. The Comox Valley Regional District partners including the Village of
Cumberland, Town of Comox and City of Courtenay called a meting on March 16" to commence
the activation of the regional emergency operations centre (EOC), the EOC was activated on March
17t, 2020. Additional participants at the EOC include: Island Health, School District, Fire Chief
Association, Komoks First Nation, RCMP, and Coalition to End Homelessness, 19 Wing (DND).

The Village on March 16th commenced internal organizational business continuity plans as well as
exposure control plans. The business continuity plan outlines activities that ensure services
continue by prioritizing levels of service to maintain essential services such as water, sewer and
fire protection. While the exposure control plan outlines protective measure to protect the safety
and health of both Village staff and community members.

COVID-19 is a public health emergency and with this the Provincial and Federal governments are
issuing orders as well as numerous recommendations which the local governments are required to
act upon.

Currently the greatest challenge Village has been faced with is acting upon orders, announcements
and recommendations issued from the Province and Federal government. The regional EOC has a
division with planning responsibilities relating to the Village and the other partners in gathering
details relating to orders and directives, ensuring the Village can act on these directives.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this report is to present applications for community grant funding to allow
Council to determine funding allocation under the program.

BACKGROUND

In 2015, Council approved a community grant program to provide a limited amount of funding
to assist community organizations providing social, cultural, recreational and environmental
services that benefit the residents and businesses of Cumberland.

In 2019, the program guidelines were changed and the majority of funding was allocated to
long-term service agreements with the Cumberland Community Schools Society, Cumberland
and District Historical Society, United Riders of Cumberland and Cumberland Events Society.
The funding of $10,000 was retained for the grant program specifically to provide funding for

e special one-time projects

e seed operating funding

e special events: one-time special event, seed funding for new special events, expansion

of established special event.

The program is not intended to provide annual operating funding, although there are no
restrictions to organizations applying each year. Applications must be for a minimum $1,000.

Seven applications have been received for the 2020 funding.

The total available budget is $10,000. The full applications, including submitted budget and
organizational financial information, are provided as a separate package to Council members. A
grant allocation listing for the years 2016-2019 is attached to this report.

Eligibility Comments

The grant guidelines are attached to this report. To be eligible for funding, an applicant must
provide services to Cumberland residents or provide other direct benefit to the Cumberland
community. Evidence of this must be provided in Part C of the application, Mandatory Criteria,
and assessment and evaluation of this community benefit is subjective.

In regard to cancellation of events, the Canadian Legion website indicates that all Anniversary
of Dutch Liberation events have been cancelled due to COVID-19. There is no indication that

these event may be held at a later date and staff have been unable to contact the Royal

-12-
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Canadian Legion Branch 17. Staff have also been unable to confirm whether the Kumugwe
Society has received its Canada Arts funding, the receipt of which would make a contribution
from the Village unnecessary. No other applicant has advised that their event is cancelled due
to COVID-19.

ALTERNATIVES

1. With the ongoing community response to COVID-19 Pandemic there is the opportunity
for Council to direct funds from this budget towards COVID-19 response in support of
vulnerable people in the community.

2. Defer consideration of the 2020 Community Grant Program to a future Council meeting.
If consideration was deferred, it would give applicants an opportunity to assess the
viability of holding events and programs under conditions of COVID-19 pandemic.

3. Cancel the 2020 Community Grant Program. Given the impact on Village revenues and
expenditures due to the COVID-19 pandemic, Council may consider cancelling the
program for 2020 and re-allocating the $10,000 budget within the Five Year Financial
Plan.

4. Not proceed with any action at this time.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

Council has provided a budget of $10,000 annually from host community funds for the
Community Grant program in its five year financial plan.

The Village also provides support for community-based benefits through long term service
agreements with service organizations for operating funding in the amount of $67,000
annually. Council also provides facilities at no charge to the Cumberland Museum and Archives,
the OAP Cumberland branch, and the Coal Hills BMX Club.

OPERATIONAL IMPLICATIONS

Operating the Community Grant Program requires administrative and financial staff support,
which is part of core staff duties. This includes advertising the program, reviewing the
applications, reporting to Council, and liaising with the applicants.

Special one-time projects and seed funding

The purpose of the Community Grant Program is to provide a limited amount of funding to
assist community organizations providing social, cultural, recreational and environmental
services that benefit the residents and businesses of Cumberland.

A. Eligibility Guidelines

1. Applications will be accepted for at least $1000 in funding for
e A one-time special project
e Seed operating funding to assist with initial operations and establishing revenue
sources.
e Special events for the following only:
o aone-time special event
o seed funding for a new special event to assist with initial operations and
establishing revenue sources
o expansion of an established special event or a new program at an established
special event

2. The applicant must:

Be a not-for-profit society or not-for-profit organization

Provide services to Cumberland residents or provide other direct benefit to the
Cumberland community

Demonstrate financial need

Show how the project encourages, improves, supports, and/or fosters community
benefits

For a seed operating funding, provide information on planning for future revenue
generation for ongoing operations.

3. Applications will not be accepted:

e From an organization which has not complied with conditions of a previous grant

e From an organization whose sole purpose is fundraising

e From an organization that re-allocates or donates funding directly to individuals,
businesses or other organizations

e For a project or service that duplicates municipal services without a partnering
agreement with the Village of Cumberland

e From sports organizations for competition or travel expenses
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B. Application Process

1. Completed applications must be received on the prescribed form by the annual deadline
date. Incomplete or applications received after the deadline date will not be
considered.

2. Applications will be evaluated on the information provided in the application.

3. Applications meeting eligibility and mandatory criteria will be provided to Council for
consideration. Grant awards will be determined by Council at a public Council meeting.
There is no opportunity for applicants to address Council at this meeting.

4. Approved grant funding will be disbursed in July each year.

C. Grant Awards and Annual Program Budget

1. Grant program funding will be allocated by Council within the available budget. No
additional budgeted funds will be added to meet the demands of the applications.
2. Partial grants may be awarded at Council’s discretion.
Grants must be spent in the year awarded and/or the following year.

D. Conditions of Funding

1. The organization must recognize the Village of Cumberland as a funder in all
publications.

2. Funds must be used for the purpose for which they were requested. If circumstances
change and the organization cannot meet its commitments or the project cannot be
completed, the grant must be returned to the Village.

3. The organization must report to the Village of Cumberland how the grant was spent by
January 31 in the following year using the form provided. The report must include a
narrative summary, attendance figures, an evaluation of the impact on and benefits
received by the community, and a statement of actual revenue and expenses following
the completion of the project or activities.

SUBJECT: 2020 Property Tax Deadline

RECOMMENDATION

i.  THAT Council receive the 2020 Property Tax Deadline report.

ii.  THAT Council provide direction to staff regarding tax deadlines for inclusion into the
2020 Property Tax Rates bylaw.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this report is to present options to Council for alternative property tax deadline
dates. Staff direction provided by Council at this meeting will be used to develop the property
tax rates bylaw that will be on the April 27, 2020 meeting agenda for Council consideration.
Based on current information, the tax rates bylaw must be adopted after the financial plan
bylaw has been adopted (this would include any financial plan amendment that changes tax
revenues) and prior to May 15 of each year.

BACKGROUND

The general tax deadline pursuant to the Community Charter is July 2 of each year. The Village
has always used this general deadline to collect taxes. Based on limited cash flows and human
resources for a small organization, staff recommends for all future years past 2020, that the
Village continues with the practice of tax collections by July 2 regardless of any deferrals
Council may choose for the 2020 tax collections. Staff will develop a communication plan for
any direction that council provides. This will provide tax payers with general information
regarding any help that Council is able to provide during this time. The plan will also ensure
that the tax payers have the information that they need in order to understand their payment
responsibilities.

Section 235 of the Community Charter allows for an Alternative municipal tax collection scheme
and Council has options under this authority to defer collections of all or a percentage of the
2020 property taxes. It’s important to note that while the Village can defer tax collections, the
Village will still be responsible to pay other taxing authorities by their deadlines (some

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deadlines in early July and some are early August). Taxes collected by other taxing authorities
usually makes up about 51% of the total taxes collected in a year. This report outlines various
options with corresponding pros and cons.

Option One

Continue with the general tax collection scheme with a due date of July 2, 2020. This will
require no change to Village practices or bylaws.

The pros for this option are:

e there is no disruption to finance work flows or cash flows

e if collection is consistent to previous years, there will be no reduction to expected
interest earnings other than interest rate volatility

e if collection is consistent to previous years, the Village will likely not have to use our line
of credit

The cons for this option are:

e the Village may still see a significant decrease in tax collections by July 2" based on
ability to pay (in the long term increased penalty revenues may compensate)

e the Village taxpayers who are out of work or have loss of business revenues may have a
financial hardship in the short-term before federal funding is available

e increase in staff time in 2021/2022 for the tax sale process if the number of properties
with delinquent taxes increase (this may occur anyway)

Option Two

Defer the property tax due date to August 4, 2020 or September 1, 2020 (or a future date). This
will require a change to the 2020 Property Tax Rates bylaw to add an alternative collection
scheme.

The pros for this option are:

e it will allow Council to assist Village taxpayers who are out of work or have loss of
business revenues in the short-term before federal funding is available

e it will allow more time for tax payers who can’t pay online or via cheque during the
period of time for office closures

The cons for this option are:

e staff time would be spent on tax collections for a longer period of time which may affect
completion of other tasks or due dates

e there will be a reduction in expected interest earnings (decrease will grow with longer
deferrals)

e the Village may need to use its line of credit and may incur interest expense

e tax sale processes/work plans would overlap with tax collection and penalty runs which
could increase staff hours required
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Option Three

Continue with a due date of July 2, 2020 for 50% (or less) of taxes owing with a deferral of the
property tax due date for 50% (or greater) of taxes owing to August 4, 2020 or September 1,
2020 (or a future date). This will require a change to the 2020 Property Tax Rates bylaw to add
an alternative collection scheme.

The pros for this option are:

it will allow Council to assist Village taxpayers who are out of work or have loss of
business revenues in the short-term before federal funding is available

it will allow more time for tax payers who can’t pay online or via cheque during the
period of time for office closures

it will provide some cash flow to the Village for payments to other taxing authorities

The cons for this option are:

this is a complicated collection scheme and may confuse many tax payers

staff time would be doubled for two penalty dates

staff time would be spent on tax collections for a longer period of time which may affect
completion of other tasks or due dates

this option may not be available as an automatic process in our financial system so if
that is the case, this would increase staff time to manually process the penalty

there will be a reduction in expected interest earnings (decrease will grow with longer
deferrals)

the Village may need to use its line of credit and may incur interest expense

tax sale processes/work plans would overlap with tax collection and penalty runs which
could increase staff hours required

Option One resolution:
e THAT Council direct staff to prepare the property tax rates bylaw as per previous
years’

Option Two resolution:

e THAT Council direct staff to prepare the property tax rates bylaw with a due date of
August 4, 2020 OR

e THAT Council direct staff to prepare the property tax rates bylaw with a due date of
September 1, 2020

Option Three resolution:

e THAT Council direct staff to prepare the property tax rates bylaw with a due of July
2, 2020 for 50% of taxes owing and a due date of August 4, 2020 (or September 1,
2020) for the remaining 50% of taxes owing.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

Additional costs to the Village for tax payment deferrals may be in the form of lost interest

revenues, increased interest expense and additional casual staff or overtime.

OPERATIONAL IMPLICATIONS

Tax levies and tax collection are carried out by the finance team. There has been delays in
hiring for vacancies in finance due to COVID-19 so this may complicate the availability for
additional casual staff hours. The adoption of the property tax rate bylaw is the last step in the
financial planning process and must be adopted after the financial plan bylaw has been adopted

and prior to May 15% of each year.

RECOMMENDATION

i.  THAT Council receive the Utility Penalty Date(s) Deferral report.

ii.  THAT Council provide direction to staff regarding deferrals of utility payment deadlines
and that if Council defers the utility payment deadlines, that Council read and adopt the
attached bylaws using recommended resolutions for the option chosen.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this report is to present options to Council for alternatives to the utility
payment due date that is currently in all three utility rates bylaws (30 days from each billing
date).

PREVIOUS COUNCIL DIRECTION

Date Resolution

December 9, THAT Council adopt “Water Rates Amendment Bylaw No. 1118, 2019”.
2019
December 9, THAT Council adopt “Sanitary Sewer Rates Amendment Bylaw No. 1119,
2019 2019”.

December 9, THAT Council adopt “Solid Waste Rates Amendment Bylaw No. 1120,
2019 2019”.

BACKGROUND

Language in the utility rates bylaws (located on the Village website-search “utility rates and
charges”) states that a 10% penalty will be imposed on utility charges which are not paid prior
to 30 days from each billing date. Below are options to defer this penalty date that Council
may consider. Regardless of Council’s direction at this meeting, staff recommend that first
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quarter bills be mailed in April as per usual timelines (may be delayed slightly due to COVID and
remote working conditions). This will ensure that customers receive timely information even if
payment due dates for the bills are delayed. Staff will develop a communication plan for any
direction that council provides. This will provide customers with general information regarding
any help that Council is able to provide during this time. The plan will also ensure that the
customers have the information that they need in order to understand their payment
responsibilities.

The Ministerial Order No. M083, section nine states that a council may adopt a bylaw on the
same day that a bylaw has been given third reading. Therefore, due to timing of the first
quarter billing date, staff are recommending the attached bylaw be given three readings and
adopted at this meeting if Council does intend to defer the penalty date (payment due date). If
Council does not intend to defer the penalty date, there is no further action required at this
meeting and the first quarter penalty date will remain in May. The bylaws attached include
language to amend the due date for both first and second quarter billings to September (option
one); however, Council can use recommended resolutions in the Alternatives section if options
two or three are preferable.

Option One

Mail first quarter utility bills in mid April. Mail second quarter utility bills in mid July. Option
one is that Council defer the penalty date for both the first quarter bill (normally due mid May)
and the second quarter bill (normally due mid August) to September.

The pros for this option are:

e it's a simple collection scheme for customers to understand

e it will allow Council to assist utility customers who are out of work or have loss of
business revenues for a longer period before federal funding is available

e it will allow more time for customers who can’t pay online or via cheque during the
period of time for office closures

e no impact to the second quarter billing cycle (due date for both first and second quarter
bills would now be mid September)

e small to no impact to third quarter billing cycle (due date for that would be mid
November)

e provides adequate time for hiring and training additional finance staff for the vacancy
due to a leave in the department

The cons for this option are:

e staff time would be spent on collections for a longer period of time which may affect
completion of other tasks or due dates

e there will be a reduction in expected interest earnings

e the Village may need to use its line of credit and may incur interest expense

e due date for two bills in September may overlap with property tax due date (depending
on Council direction for tax due date)
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Option Two

Mail first quarter utility bills in mid April. Option two is that Council defer the penalty date for
this bill to July (normally due mid May) and keep the regular penalty date for the second
quarter bill (normally due mid August).

The pros for this option are:

e it will allow Council to assist utility customers who are out of work or have loss of
business revenues in the short-term before federal funding is available

e it will allow more time for customers who can’t pay online or via cheque during the
period of time for office closures

e limited impact to the second quarter billing cycle (due date for that would be mid
August)

e smallest impact to cash flows and interest loss or expense

e Second quarter billing cycle penalty date deferrals can still be looked at in June prior to
July billing

The cons for this option are:

e due date in July could overlap with property tax due date (depending on Council
direction for tax due date)

o staff will be processing last minute payments and then penalties on accounts at the
same time as processing second quarter utility bills

e staff time would be spent on collections for a longer period of time which may affect
completion of other tasks or due dates

e there will be a reduction in expected interest earnings

e the Village may need to use its line of credit and may incur interest expense

e if the second quarter billing cycle penalty date needs to be deferred, additional staff and
Council time will be required

Option Three

Mail first quarter utility bills in mid April. Mail second quarter utility bills in mid July. Option
three is that Council defer the penalty date for the first quarter bill (normally due mid May) to
July and the second quarter bill (normally due mid August) to September.

The pros for this option are:

e it will allow Council to assist utility customers who are out of work or have loss of
business revenues for a longer period before federal funding is available

e it will allow more time for customers who can’t pay online or via cheque during the
period of time for office closures

e no impact to the second quarter billing cycle (due date for that would now be mid
September)

e small to no impact to third quarter billing cycle (due date for that would be mid
November)
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The cons for this option are:

staff time would be spent on collections for a longer period of time which may affect
completion of other tasks or due dates

staff will be processing last minute payments and then penalties on accounts at the
same time as processing second quarter utility bills there will be a reduction in expected
interest earnings

the Village may need to use its line of credit and may incur interest expense

due date in September could overlap with deferred property tax due date (depending
on Council direction for tax due date)
